We then went on
to determine that we are carrying the NA message effectively and visitors and newcomers are being
made feel welcome. Our meeting format was changed to a chairperson’s choice from any of our
fellowship approved literature. We also opened our celebration meeting so that non-addict family
members may come see their loved one pick up a medallion. Our meeting attendance has grown with
an average of 14 addicts per week. Our relations with the facility and the community continue to be
good. We collected a total $166.43 in 7' tradition donations and we paid $25.00 for rent each month;
spent $10 buying medallions $106.43 to donate to the ASC leaving Active Change with a zero balance.
